This is our second quarterly newsletter from the Northeast Area Command. I would like to use this opportunity to introduce to you members of the Northeast Area staff. These are the Watch Commanders and the Impact Team Sergeant. The Watch Commanders each have three Sergeants and three teams of officers assigned to them. The Impact Team has one Sergeant and six Detectives assigned to it. Sergeant Aragon is the Impact Team supervisor; he will explain their roles and case responsibilities. 





As a refresher I would like to explain how the Police Department divides the City.


The Police Department subdivides the city into six area commands. The Northeast Area Command is bounded by I-25 and I-40 to Eubank and north to the tribal lands. We have 85 officers, 10 Sergeants, 3 Lieutenants, 6 detectives and 4 civilian staff members. These officers are the commonly identified ones that drive marked police cars and respond to your calls for police service. They serve a population of approximately 107,000. The Northeast Police station is located at 8201 Osuna Rd. NE and is open Monday – Friday from 7 am to 6 pm.   We also operate a substation in the Coronado Mall next to the Mervyn’s store. This office is open seven days a week from 9am to 6 pm.  However, you may come in to any police office in the city for service.  For a complete list of City Offices you may call 3-1-1.

I am excited to be the swing shift Watch Commander for the Northeast Area Command.  I have worked in the Northeast as Watch Commander since I was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant in September 2007.  Prior to that time I was a field Sergeant and spent my entire tenure as a Sergeant in the Southeast Area Command.  I have spent several years on patrol as an officer to include bike patrol in the downtown area.  I also have several years of experience working as a detective in the Gang Unit.  





I am in charge of the Montgomery Tact plan in the Northeast Area Command.  Many years ago, this tactical operation plan targeted the drag racers on Montgomery.  However, over the course of the years it has expanded to encompass not only Montgomery but also most of the Northeast Area Command.  This tact plan is responsible for getting hundreds of drunk drivers and street racers off the street, reducing noise and traffic congestion.  





I am also over-seeing four of the six bicycle officers in the Northeast Area Command.  As a bicycle alumni I know the benefit of having officers on bicycles and available to the public.  I have issued four additional bicycles to officers that are normally assigned to cars.  They are expected to supplement the four full time bicycle officers when calls permit and during tactical operations. I am the Watch 1 Commander for the Northeast Area Command.  My last assignment was as a sergeant with the Metropolitan Crime Lab.  I was promoted to lieutenant just before our annual department-wide bid change in April 2008.  A majority of my patrol career was spent in the Northeast Area and I consider it my home.  I am pleased to have enough time on the Albuquerque Police Department to bid to and serve within the Northeast Area Command.





Last month, Northeast Area Command watch one officers conducted a DWI saturation operation in conjunction with the APD DWI Unit.  The operation was set at an intersection with high traffic corridors.  We used this intersection as a base of operation to identify and stop drunk drivers.  Once a drunk driver was identified along these corridors, they were brought back to the BAT Mobile to be tested and processed.  This operation, the first of many to come at various locations within the Northeast Area Command, was a success.  Nineteen drunk drivers were taken off the streets within a four-hour period.





Quality of life issues were addressed with a tact plan at the 3900 block of Lafayette NE.  This month-long tact plan concentrated on cars parked illegally.  Officers issued 51 parking citations and red tagged 4 cars.  The result was the removal of derelict cars and a cleaner street.

In a past issue of the Northeast Area Command Newsletter, I introduced you to three detectives, Vicente Alvarado, Monica Werley and Richard Hilger and explained what it is that your Impact Team does.  In this issue, I will introduce the rest of the team, Christian Baker, Cori Lowe and Joe Duran.





Christian Baker, Christian has been with the Albuquerque Police Department for seven years and has been assigned to Northeast Impact for the past year.  Christian was a lateral transfer from Bosque Farms Police Department, where he was acting as the Chief of Police before coming over to APD in 2001.  Christian has over 14 years of police experience and has been a great asset to the Impact Team.





Cori Lowe, Cori has been with the Albuquerque Police Department for three years and has been assigned to Northeast Impact for the past year.  She has jumped in to detective work feet first and has done a great job.  Before coming to Impact, Cori was assigned to the Northeast Area Command on split shift, and before coming to APD; Cori was in the United States Air Force.
