Please join in pulling weeds and raking leaves and tumbleweeds behind homes’ block privacy walls.

In addition, we are seeking assistance to prune the low hanging limbs on the trees along Alameda. Please, only adults who know how to safely operate their personal saw or pruning shears should prune the trees. Always follow all safety precautions! 
· Sections in need of weeding include the rocked-in areas along portions of Alameda, Barstow, Wilshire, and Wyoming, the Oakland medians and on the pathways leading into Nor Este Park.  You may be aware of other areas in need of weeding too!
· The city will pick up the bagged leaves and stacked tree limbs on the day of the clean-up or one day after the clean-up.  Place bagged leaves and stacked tree limbs by the curb and off the street.

· Plastic bags will be provided on the cleanup date; but please bring your rakes and gloves.
