Hello everyone,





The Northeast Area Command has been very busy providing services to you this summer. I have asked each of the Watch Commanders to write an article describing some of the most noteworthy events and operations.  You will find them on the following pages.  





I would like to discuss some of the recent trends we have seen the Northeast Area Command and the City.


The raise in Robberies has continued. In the most recent crime stats we have seen a 19% increase in the number of robberies*. Robbery is sometimes confused with the crime of Burglary. Robbery is the taking of some thing of value by force or threat of force. As is the case of hold ups at convenience stores and banks. Burglary is the crime of unlawfully entry into a structure to commit a theft. The good news is that Burglary was down by 10%*.  The Department has mounted several operations to combat these offenses and we have had success although the trend continues. We are also adjusting our tactics to be more effective. If you are a business owner/manager you may contact the Robbery Unit at 768-2200 for a presentation on how to handle a robbery situation.  





Copper wire and copper plumbing theft has been a very serious problem. The thieves cause serious damage during these thefts. We can use your eyes and ears to solve these crimes. They most often occur during the night at commercial businesses or at supply yards.  If you see anything suspicious, please call 242-COPS. 


 


The Northeast has also been taking pro-active measures to combat crime and keep you safe. We have recently dedicated Officer Tim Lonz to the Uptown area. Officer Lonz has been making himself available to the area businesses, restaurants, and neighborhood groups. He is working alongside Officer Newbill (Coronado Mall Sub) to create a security network in the Uptown area. We have held two meeting to get organized before the holidays. Through diligence and old-fashioned hard (police) work, Dayshift Officers have been able to arrest several armed robbery suspects over the past several months.  In September 2008, for example, Officer Ferris Simmons and Officer Chermaine Carter located and arrested two armed robbery suspects from the Sonic at Eubank Blvd NE and Montgomery Blvd NE.  





As the weather begins to turn, it is imperative to ensure the homeless population of Albuquerque is addressed.  Northeast Watch II officers have conducted numerous tact plans in this area.  One effort in particular was a month long tact plan where panhandlers at the on and off ramps of Interstate 25 and Interstate 40 were contacted.  This resulted in seven panhandling citations, three drinking in public citations, three criminal trespass citations and two littering citations.  More importantly, officers were able to educate the people they contacted on the dangers of stepping into traffic to obtain alms.  Officers were also able to address a vital aspect of this quality of life issue, they made numerous graffiti referrals and had several areas cleared of trash and debris left by the panhandlers.  





On a more serious note, officers took a call of an armed robbery and stabbing between transients at the Kimo Park located near San Mateo Blvd NE and Cutler NE.  Officers obtained the suspect's name from the victim and then printed a booking photograph.  Officers then showed the photograph to the victim at the hospital and he identified the suspect.  A possible location was obtained during this interview and the officers proceeded to look for the suspect.  The next morning, officers continued to look for the offender and located him near the original scene.  The suspect was taken into custody and the weapon was located.  Armed Robbery Detectives were contacted and the suspect was arrested for armed robbery and aggravated battery with a deadly weapon.





Property crimes remain a high priority concern for the Albuquerque Police Department and dayshift officers in the Northeast Area Command.  Often property crimes or “gateway crimes” lead to violent crimes.  Identifying and arresting these suspects before they are able to commit violent crimes is a perpetual goal.  Recently, officers received a residential burglary call involving a 13-year-old caller.  The caller told 911 a male was breaking into her home through the window.  Officers watched as the suspected burglar exited through the window.  When the suspected burglar saw officers, he threw down a screwdriver and ran away. However he immediately ran into two uniformed police officers.  He was taken into custody. 





In July 2008, Dayshift officers took several calls in reference to stolen mail in the Cherry Hills neighborhood.  Officers were able to obtain a description of the suspects and suspect vehicle that was possibly involved.  Later during the same shift, officers spotted a vehicle that matched the description of the offender vehicle.  The officers stopped this car and determined the detained subjects were involved in the mail theft.  Northeast Impact Detectives, as well as the US Postal Inspector, were called out to assist with the investigation.  Dayshift officers learned the suspects were involved in auto burglaries, white-collar crime, and narcotics use.  The suspects were booked on nine felony counts, and more charges are pending.


 


Officers also assisted in catching one of the copper thieves after a foot chase through a residential neighborhood.  Officers were dispatched to a burglary at the Eye World on Wyoming Blvd NE.  Employees were in the store when the power went out.  An employee heard someone on the roof and called the police.  The suspect had destroyed numerous power lines causing significant damage to the building.  As officers arrived, the suspect fled on foot after jumping down from the roof.  The suspect ran east, jumping fences in an attempt to elude capture.  Officers as well as NE Impact team detectives were able to capture the suspect, who also has several outstanding felony warrants for his arrest to include escape out of Sandoval County.  Sgt. Aragon provides more information on this case below.

The Northeast Area Command has welcomed approximately five new officers to swing shift. One of the Officers, George Wood, came from an under-cover narcotics unit and brings many years of detective experience with him.  Recently Officer Wood noticed an increase in residential burglaries in the area of Quincy Street between Menaul and Candelaria NE.  Officer Wood quickly realized the offender in all of the burglaries was the same individual whose method of transportation was a bicycle. Officer Wood spent much of his time in the area of Quincy and Menaul looking for an individual riding a bicycle that fit the description of the burglar.  Before long Officer Wood located a male fitting the description of the burglar and he was riding a bicycle.  Officer Wood conducted surveillance on the individual and later took him into custody.  Officer Wood found what appeared to be burglary tools on the individual.  The individual had two burglary warrants out for his arrest.  He was booked into jail and currently Officer Wood is working on tying the individual to the burglaries that occurred in the area.





The Northeast Area Command has begun a community policing initiative in the ABQ Uptown.  As Commander Henz mentioned earlier, Officer Tim Lonz is now assigned to the ABQ Uptown and surrounding areas to include businesses, hotels and residential areas.  Officer Lonz is walking the beat, meeting business owners and residents and initial reports show his presence is making a noticeable difference in the reported crime in the area.  Many of the business owners are thankful for his efforts and feel safer with Officer Lonz around.  





The Montgomery Tact Plan is still in effect and on Thursday through Saturday nights you will see an additional two to four officers along this corridor enforcing traffic laws.  The tact plan Officers arrest several DWIs a night and issue 30 to 50 citations a night.  Recently, officers have been targeting the vehicles that have modified mufflers, which violate the city’s noise ordinance.  





Before you know it, the Holidays will be here.  This year’s Holiday Tact Plan will begin the day after Thanksgiving.  You will see a marked increase of officers in and around the Coronado Mall and the ABQ Uptown.  Their job is to help decrease property crimes and ensure shopper safety.  Officers will be utilizing conventional methods such as vehicle patrol.  However; you will also see Officers on bicycles and on foot.  The Northeast Area Command has also committed a team of Officers to conduct decoy and under cover operations during the Holidays.

The Northeast Area Command Grave Officers have an ongoing commitment to aggressively enforce drunken driving violations.  For September 2008, Northeast Area Command Watch I led Field Services Bureau in DWI arrests with 154 arrests, 30 more than our closest competitor.  We continue to run saturation tact plans and will return to working with the DWI Unit by having the BAT Mobile stationed at strategic locations within the area command.  With this effort, we will arrest more DWI offenders and accomplish this faster.





Our next area of concern is drag racers.  Not only do drag racers pose a public safety threat to unwitting drivers who may travel in the path of these reckless drivers, but often drag racers are committing vandalism and littering offenses.  The drag racers are organized and attempt to stay one step ahead of our efforts to stop them.  With the assistance of our Air Support Unit, Watch I officers have identified several locations the drag racing offenders like to congregate.  We continue to identify, arrest and/or cite these individuals.  





For the past three months, officers have utilized unmarked police cars to combat people attempting to steal beer (called “beer runs”), burglarize cars at area hotels, and selling narcotics.  These officers are analyzing 311 complaints and requests for periodic watches to determine if there is a root cause for the requests.  Often these crimes are interlinked and we are able to build multiple cases from a single arrest.  





Our officers noticed in a short period of time, there had been three calls for significant violent crimes at area nightclubs.  The common denominator for all of these crimes was excessive alcohol consumption.  Watch I officers conducted a tact plan to address the trend.  As a coincidence, NM State SID also ran an operation at area nightclubs, on the same night. NM State SID issued a $15,000 citation to a club and we were still able make 6 DWI arrests, issue 15 additional moving citations and conducted 41 traffic stops. This is another tact plan that will be run in the future months.

Hello all, it’s your friendly neighborhood Impact Sergeant again.  Now that I have introduced your impact team to you and let you know what it is we do, I would just like to let you all know about some cases we have recently worked on.





In September 2008, Impact Detectives responded to a call where the power to a business located at Wyoming and Montgomery had gone out and a subject was possibly on the roof.  Detectives Cori Lowe, Vicente Alvarado, Christian Baker and Joe Duran responded to the call.  On arrival, Detective Lowe saw the offender on the roof and the offender saw her.  He then decided to run away.  Detective Lowe chased after him over and through several fences and walls, all while relaying her location and direction of travel to responding units.  Units responded and started to set-up a perimeter based on information given by Detective Lowe.  Field units responded in the path of the offender and made him change his direction back into the arms and cuffs of waiting impact detectives.  Detectives Alvarado and Duran then took the offender into custody.  The offender was wanted on three arrest warrants (one for burglary, one for escape and one for no insurance).





In October 2008, Officer Stone responded to a domestic violence call where the offender kidnapped the victim and threatened her with a gun.  He later released her at her apartment and fled.  The victim told Stone that the offender was also a drug dealer and would not be taken into custody by police.  She also told him that the offender had numerous guns.  Officer Stone called Detective Alvarado and Werley from your impact team and gave them all the information.  It was learned that the offender was possibly at his residence in Belen, NM.  Detectives wrote up an arrest warrant on the offender and then called State Police to check the Belen location for him.  State Police took him into custody on our warrant and transported him to their Albuquerque office where Detectives Alvarado and Werley interviewed him.  He was then booked and detectives wrote and received a search warrant for his home in Belen.  The gun used in the crime, as well as two other long guns and drugs were seized with the search warrant.
