 As with everyone, the Christmas season is a very busy time for the Albuquerque Police Department.  I was tasked with the Uptown/Coronado Mall tact plan which began November 28th 2008 and ran through December 31st 2008.  During this time the Northeast Area Command devoted on duty resources (Bicycle units, Horse mounted, mall officers) as well as officers working over-time.  At any given time there were a minimum of five officers working in the Uptown and surrounding areas during this time.  The Northeast Area Command devotes all these resources to this small area for several reasons: deterrence of crime and to make a safer environment for you and your families who shop and dine in this area.





The winter time brings us all a much needed break from the heat of summer and the spike in crime during summer-time.  This allows officers in the Northeast Area Command to take a more pro-active approach to crime rather than a reactive approach.  This means officers have more time to conduct targeted patrol to address problems in specific areas.  With this in mind you should be seeing officers conducting vehicle stops and patrolling your neighborhoods on a more regular basis.  As always if you feel you have a recurring problem in your neighborhood that needs additional patrol, call the Northeast Substation or call or e-mail one of the supervisors.

Watch one field officers have been very proactive in addressing crime problems throughout the Northeast Area Command, focusing on commercial and automobile burglaries, robberies, DWI enforcement, traffic operations and quality of life issues.  Through crime statistics, citizen input and officer awareness, officers have targeted problem areas to greatly impact crime trends and methodologies used by offenders.  Northeast watch one DWI arrests alone are some of the highest in the city.  Under Lieutenant Hudson’s guidance, this proactive effort will continue and be augmented by additional training for officers benefiting the community as a whole.





Watch one field officers for the month of December alone had160 DWI arrests.  Additionally, they made 151 misdemeanor arrests, 54 felony arrests and 37 domestic violence arrests.  Among three squads, over 2,680 calls for service were handled for December, not including 1,171 instances of officer initiated on-site activity.  It is safe to say, Northeast field officers are working hard to protect and serve their community.

 Detective Monica Werley received a tip from Wal-Mart Loss Prevention of an employee embezzling merchandize from the store.  Surveillance was set up; the employee was arrested with the stolen property and 23 grams of heroin.  On another case Detective Werley located and arrested an offender who had just stolen over $1200 worth of iPods from Target. Detective Werley completed a search warrant of the offender’s residence and recovered the property.  Detective Lowe conducted a case on suspect who had conducted a robbery. Detective Lowe was able to obtain his vehicle’s information.  Once the vehicle was located, Lowe conducted interviews and was able to arrest and tie the suspect to multiple stolen vehicles and other robberies.  Detective Duran investigated a Shooting into an Occupied Dwelling.  He obtained a search warrant recovering the weapon, 30 grams of cocaine and seized the vehicle.  On that case he also made 3 felony arrests.  Detective Hilger investigated a shooting at Fantasia resulting in 2 search warrants and 7 arrests.  He also conducted a case on a shoplifting at Kohl’s which  involved an Aggravated Battery to the loss prevention employees.  Again, a search warrant resulted in 4 arrests.  Detective Alvarado has been making contact with the Hotels and Motels in the Northeast Area Command getting the Hotel/Motel Intervention Program up and running.  Detective Baker has stepped up the plate volunteering to investigate numerous white collar cases.  On each one he has been able to obtain confessions and recover property.
